The Mobile Vege-Washer has been developed by R J Herbert Engineering to expand on an existing product to specifically suit the end customer requirements. With product washing becoming increasingly popular and relevant for on-farm or in-field applications, Herbert’s mobile vege-washer allows the unit to be easily transported from site to site to suit the day’s washing requirement. The system can be powered either from a standard three phase electrical supply, or can incorporate a highly efficient, self contained generator, to allow the washer to be operated almost anywhere.

Herbert Engineering has modified their existing mobile washer design to incorporate several new features and improve capacity. For example, the mobile washer full specification now features: in-feed elevator, integral de-stoner unit, 4m x 1200mm auger base washer barrel to allow high capacities and ease of cleaning, washer out feed elevator feeding crop over an adjustable spiral cleaner module, a weir system to remove floating debris, and a fully enclosed inspection area with room for six personnel and full metal detection systems. The whole unit is specifically designed to match required capacities (over 30tph) and provides an amazing ability at dealing with crop in all conditions.

Jake Rice from farming company Strawson Ltd, states “the new Herbert mobile washer has coped incredibly well with some of the worst lifting conditions we have seen for the past few years, and has excelled itself in terms of washing and cleaning capacity. Herbert’s have ensured that the washer can cope with the high levels of stones, clods and mud that come over the system. Even with all the rain this year during the lifting season, meaning that potatoes were often being lifted with a high content of mud and soil, the washer has still ensured we can meet our tight delivery schedules and wash up to 35 tons per hour. Meanwhile, the staff we have inspecting the washed crop are kept warm, dry and insulated from the activity outside by the cabin that houses the inspection tables and metal detector. The system is easy to set up and move from site to site, and the generator makes it all self contained.”

James Harrison, Farming Group NNPG comments “The mobile washer is particularly effective at removing stones, mud and soil from our crop, as the auger is set to run on an intermittent timer and drag the waste to the sludge belts for removal. I have also found the de-stoner unit itself extremely useful, as it is adjustable so as not to remove too many potatoes with the stones. The washer is also fitted with a weir system that ensures removal of haulm and floating debris over the filter belt, and helps to ensure that our staff within the cabin are solely devoted to inspecting the crop”.

Tom Markillie, Agricultural Sales, R J Herbert Engineering further adds “The option of the metal detector also relieves the inspection personnel of another key job, as this system is much more effective and reliable at detecting foreign bodies within the washed sample, especially those buried within the tubers during growth”.
